
Dualsporting In The Flint Hills

The gathering spot is Canning Creek Camp Group Area #2 at  Council 
Grove Reservoir. You may arrive anytime Friday, June 5th and set 
up camp. Shelter house and shower facilities are nearby. If you don’t 
wish to camp, there is lodging available in the nearby town of Council 
Grove, but reservations should be made well in advance.

We will have four different group rides scheduled for June 6th, and 
possibly a morning ride on the 7th. We’ll get the rides started around 
9:00 am on Saturday, June 6th with a rider meeting at 8:00 am.

The four main rides scheduled for June 6th will be led by experienced 
Backroads Touring - KANSAS ride leaders: 

a.) An “advanced” and challenging ride on primarily minimum 
maintenance roads in Wabaunsee and neighboring counties. 

b.) A moderately technical “intermediate”ride on gravel and 
minimum maintenance roads in Morris and Chase counties.
 
c.) A “scenic” ride for novice/experienced riders. Dirt, gravel and 
some asphalt roads. This ride will include long sections of open-
range riding. Numerous scenic stops in Morris, Chase, and 
Greenwood counties.

* Cost is $45 per rider and includes park camping fees, a barbecue 
dinner Saturday night, and an event T-Shirt. Registration closing 
date is Friday, May 1, 2009, unless registration fills before that date, 
whichever occurs first.

* No cancellation refunds after May 15, 2009.
